|DAY 1: SIEM- READ /Artisans D°Angkor. Wat Thmey. War Memorial Monument/ (L. D) - ANCKOR MIRACLE HOTEL OR SIMILAR

Meet & greet by our Local guide and transfer for lunch at local restaurant.Check in to hotel. After a short rest transfer to visit ARTISANS D’ANGKOR. The Handicraft center,
established in 1992 with funding from the EU, Chantiers Ecoles is a Cambodian state establishment to train artisans in traditional techniques such as silk weaving,

and stone and wood carving. The students are typically between 18 and 25 years old and from poor families.A short visit at WAT THMEI (Killing Field) contains a

unique glass-walled stupa containing the bones of victims of the Khmer Rouge. Some of the bones were recovered from a nearby well while others are the

remains of soldiers who died on a nearby battlefield. Next stop at the WAR MEMORIAL MONUMENT, it is dedicated to those who sacrificed their lives in the

civil war. Visit Souvenir Shop. Buffet dinner with traditional show at local restaurant, overnight.
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DAY 2: SIEM READP /Angkor Thom. Ta Prohm. Agnkor Wat. Bakheng. Night Market/ (B.L.D) -ANCGKOR MIRACLE HOTEL OR SIMILAR

Today we explore to THE SOUTH GATE OF ANGKOR THOM including: BAYON TEMPLE, unique for its 54 towers decorated with over 200 smiling faces of
Avolokitesvara. THE ROYAL ENCLOSURE, BAPOUN TEMPLE, THE ELEPHANT TERRACE AND THE TERRACE OF THE LEPER KING. Next visit: THOMMANAN,
CHAOSAY TEVODA, TA KEO: small, attractive temple in very good condition, built at the same time as Angkor Wat. We continue fabulous TA PROHM:

One of the most popular temples, this sprawling complex is famous for its jungle-like, ruined atmosphere, and the giant trees which rise from the

stone, gripping the temple in their extensive roots. Lunch at local restaurant.

Afternoon visit: ANGKOR WAT: The “7" Wonders’ of the World”. since 1992, famous for its beauty and splendor. Angkor Wat features the longest

continuous bas-relief in the world, which runs along the outer gallery walls and narrates stories from Hindu mythology.

Sunset viewing on top of BAKHENG HILL. Bakheng is the first major temple to be constructed in the Angkor area, this temple-mountain offers extraordinary

views of the Tonle Sap and Angkor Wat. Dinner at local restaurant, one hour stop visit NIGHT MARKET & PUB STREET, overnight in Siem Reap.
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[DAY 3: SIEM READ / Tonle Sap Lake. Local Market. Angkro Silk Farm/ (B, L, D) ~-ANGKOR MIRACLE HOTEL OR SIMILAR

After breakfast excursion to FLOATING VILLAGE, take a ride by traditional wooden boat on TONLE SAP LAKE to experience the human occupations at the edges of the
lake is similarly distinctive - floating villages, towering stilted houses, huge fish traps, and an economy and way of life deeply intertwined with the lake, the fish , the

wildlife and the cycles of rising and falling waters. In the wet season, the Tonle Sap Lake is one of the largest freshwater lakes in Asia. Back to town, lunch at local restaurant.
Afternoon you will be escorted to visit ANGKOR SILK FARM, Located in Puok district, on 8 hectare site, mulberry fields, silk worm breeding and silk weaving using
traditional Khmer knowledge are highlights at the centre. You will see how silk is traditionally worked in Cambodia, how mulberry trees are grown to provide feed

for silkworm raising. You will observe artisans at work, removing the silk thread from the cocoons and working the thread prior to traditional weaving.

Back to town stop at local market (OLD OR CENTRAL MARKET) for shopping.
